COMPUTERS4KIDS LAUNCHES CHALLENGE GRANT ’06
Charlottesville, Virginia –The Board of Directors of Computers4Kids (C4K) launched the organization’s  Challenge Grant ’06 program, ‘Giving Everyone A Chance to Win’, March 22 during a kick-off event at BMW of Charlottesville. An anonymous $50,000 matching grant is the basis of the campaign, and C4K hopes to double the grant, raising an additional $100,000 through a raffle with the help of Co-Chairs Anne and UVA Football Coach Al Groh. Proceeds from the challenge grant will help cover the group’s ongoing operational and program expenses of approximately $225,000 annually.      

  
Tickets for raffle chances sell for $125, $100, $75, odds for each prize are either one in 200 or one in 250, and there is a total of 1, 300 tickets to be sold. Supporters of C4K can buy chances to win a two-year lease on a 2006 BMW 325iA, a five-day, four-night stay (including airfare) for two at Mexico’s luxurious Maroma Resort and Spa, two tickets and pregame passes for a 2006 Giants football game including a meeting with player Tiki Barber and trainfare and accommodations, a week-long stay in a house in Aruba that sleeps eight and a $2000 travel allowance, a plasma tv by Toshiba, and a beautiful oil painting by artist David Summers.  Raffle tickets went on sale at the Kickoff Party on March 22nd and sales will continue through May 17th, 2006.  Coach Groh will draw the winning raffle tickets at the Touchdown Party hosted by ACAC in their Adventure Central facility at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 17th, 2006.

Since 1999, Computers4Kids has been helping many of Charlottesville’s low-income middle and high school students meet the challenges of our technology-driven world.  By matching each student with a volunteer mentor they learn essential software applications, design websites, make movies and use the Internet for research projects. By demonstrating concerted effort in the computer lab and with their mentor, C4K students may earn a computer to take home. The skills learned by students allow them the opportunity to get ahead professionally and academically and to successfully compete with their peers.  Mentors also provide valuable guidance for C4K students as they serve as positive role models and encourage academic achievement and career development.
